Description of the International Training “Let’s perform with Socrates”

The training will be inspired by live and work of Socrates, Greek philosopher of Athens. He championed for the reasoned, independent, critical thinking – and championed for everyone, no matter what level of society – is at the heart of the democratic process. In this process, Socrates made numerous enemies. In 399 B.C. he was brought to trial for corrupting youth and for religious heresies. Whit his work in Athena democracy has its peak, and with his death it’s collapse. 
The objectives of the seminar are the following: 

•
Foster greater understanding of notion and principles of Democracy

•
Developing “inner democratic estimation scale” that will participants to estimate different phenomenon in political and everyday life.

•
Provide techniques and skills necessary for implementing Performance, as tool to deal with important issues for young people in targeted countries

•
Provide techniques necessary for transposition of impressions and knowledge (about democratic “challenges” for youth) into Performance

•
Train participants to create a performances suited for a particular community’s interests and concerns designed to reflect on possibilities for constructive social change

•
Train participants how to apply these performance skills for social dialogue on in the street, in a subway etc.

•
Promote participation of youth as a model for local actions in targeted countries

•
Explore position of challenges for democracy in Serbia, Ireland, Montenegro, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Slovenia, Romania, Italy and FYROM

•
Develop draft version of performances that can be implemented in targeted countries.

Methodology: 

First part of the training will challenged lot of “statements” that we had about society, democracy, human rights… and tried to foster participants to develop their own “inner democratic estimation scale” that will help them to estimate different phenomenon in political and everyday life. So, in first part of the training there will be lot of discussions and problem solving exercises.

Second part will be dedicated to developing some basic knowledge about performance (as an art and form of social dialog). Performance generally comprises an event in which one group of people (performers) behaves in a particular way for another group of people (the audience). This part of training will offer to participants some skills on how to use the performances as the tool in fostering some questions dealing with democracy.

Participants’ profile

· Youth workers, trainers and leaders from Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro, Slovenia, Romania, Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Ireland  and Italy (3 participants per country)
· Actively involved in a youth organization and be in a position to bring into effect the learning of the training 

· Have proven personal and professional interest in this training

· Be willing to continue SEE – EU country cooperation after the training

·   Be in position of multiplying the outcomes of training 

·   Be willing to participate actively – including carrying out preparation work prior to the training

·   Be available to participate all days

·   Be able to work in English.

Formal conditions

Time of training: Friday, 01st of April till Sunday 10th of April, 2011 (9 nights).

Location: Nis, south of Serbia  

Travel arrangements (by Youth in Action Programme criteria): cheapest flights for participants coming from Italy and Ireland; and for participants coming from Macedonia, Slovenia, Montenegro, Romania, Bosnia and Herzegovina,  costs of train/bus. Participants will need to cover 30% of their 
travel costs. Organizer will cover all other costs, such as: travel costs (70%), full accommodation and meals, training materials, visits and visa cost.
